The French were occupying Egypt at that point, so Turkey sent him there because of Napoleon's campaign,
He was revered as the Savior by the Egyptians, and because of their adoration for him, he was chosen to be
the country'sruler. After that, Muhammad Ali passed away, and the castle eventually housed atomb for him
that you can visit.

The Nationa Police Museum and an exhibit of Egypt's most well-known criminals, including Raya and
Sakina, are the second thing you can see at the castle. You can visit alot of locations and artifactsin the
Citadel of Salah a-Din.
