There are many different bird species in the game
reserve; approximately 452 have been identified. Thefirst resort in the Maasai Mara Game Reserve in
southwest Kenya, Keekorok Lodge is surrounded by more than 700 square miles of verdant, sun-filled plains.

Day 5: Adventure in the National Park of Aberdare

Observations of rare animals could include the hard-to-find African wild cat, bongo, golden cat, serval cat,
African civet, and blue duiker. Camping in the moorlands, outings, and fishing for trout in the rivers are
available to visitors. The park's high bird life, which includes over 250 species of birds, including Jackson's
Francolin, sparrowhawks, goshawks, eagles, sunbirds, and plovers, will please bird lovers.

Asyou leave Aberdare for Nairobi, say goodbye to Aberdare after enjoying breakfast at The Ark. Reach the
busy capital of Kenya by early afternoon, then make your way to Jomo Kenyatta International Airport to
board your flight to your destination.
