The Temple
of Ramses |1 was dedicated to the four universal gods: Ptah, Re-Her-Akhtey, Amun-Re, and Ramses |
himself.

The larger temple, often called the Sun Temple of Ramses |1, and the smaller Temple of Queen Nefertari,
also known as the Temple of Hathor, symbolize the unity of Ramses |1, Nefertari, Hathor, and the Sun God
Amun.
